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”You got to understand Maria. I’m in this war to the finish. I can’t have anything serious in my life”

Themes: WWII, different worlds, perspective

-An indigenous man and an alerted soldier walks past each other somewhere in Melanesia WWII. They hardly acknowledge each other. Only a subtly startled glance tells us that they saw each other. In what is allegedly a world war, a parallel, different world exists with no common references to the soldiers and the world war-mongers concept of “the world”. 

Themes: Foreign legion, meaning, enthusiasm,

-Two  Foreign Legion soldiers who ares stationed somewhere in Africa are guarding over some children.The first soldier offers a kid a piece of gum.

2nd soldier: (in a very disinterested sarcastic tone) Watch it! They look real dangerous.

1st soldier: Yup! scary.

2nd soldier: What a fucking job! I’m glad were not re-enlisting. Six years in the Legion that’s enough!

2nd soldier: I mean, I’d like to find a war where I can fight for something that I believe in.

1st soldier: (Laughs) You mean you wanna hate the guys you pop?

2nd soldier: Yeah! It’d be nice for a change.

Themes: man, woman, archetypes
On a Greyhound bus. A soldier with  lot of medals and scars, is reading Bazaar, a womans magazine. A man stares at him, he looks over the top of the magazine and sees it and puts  the magazine down.

Themes: Yes, Western perspective, we’re the same, money, sexual euphemisms, no.

-An American Major is lecturing his men upon arrival in Peking in the year 1900. They are riding in orderly military formation. 

Major: Don’t get the idea that you are any better than these folks just because they can’t speak english. Few words of chinese will go a long way. Repeat after me. The word for yes is “shih”.

Men: “Shih”.

Major: The word for no is “poo shih”.

Men: “Poo shih”.

Major: Remember. It’s just the same here as everywhere else in this world. Everything has a prize. So pay your money and don’t expect any free samples.

men: Yes, Sir.(laughing)

Themes: Hidden agendas, experience, adultery, 

-In some kind of a prison a soldier just told a young boy about war.

Soldier: War is hell boy, that’s a fact.

Binger. (a big guy standing up in a threatening pose) I don’t like soldier boys.

Soldier: (Looks up while smoking cigar) Say what?

Binger: You wanna pop that poppys can, (referring to the young boy) you don’t have to grease him so hard jarhead.

Soldier: Sounds like you’re a man of experience.

Binger: What the fuck’s that mean grunt shit.

Soldier: It means, be advised that I’m mean, nasty and tired. I eat concertina wire and piss napalm, and I can put a round through a fleas ass at twohundred meters. So you go hump somebody elses leg muttface before I push yours in.

Themes: necessities of nature, tomorrow, the size that counts

-A group of soldiers are pissing somewhere in the middle of a war. 

1st soldier: Finding a when and where to take a piss. That is truly the art of war...what the fuck Dowdy..come on man you’re pissing on my boots!

Dowdy: Sorry dude..(giggling)..It’s kind of hard to drain the snake when people are bumping into ya.

Jesse: You know? They got pills you can take to grow that little knob of yours.

Soldier: Fuck you Jesse! (pushing)

Other soldier: Hey now..you got me to piss on my boots..guys..please control your dicks!

Soldier: You think well be doing this tomorrow? You know...together?

3rd soldier: People may start talking if we make a habit of it.

Soldier: That ain’t what I mean.

3rd soldier:(grave expression.) I know what you mean.

Themes: Speed, alertness, training, the wartrade

-Soldiers in the bathroom shaving and getting ready while their drillseargeant is punking them to hurry.

Drillsergeant: We move swift, we move silent, we move deadly, only one shake of those whangs, anything more than that constitutes pleasure, and we’re not in that business 

Themes: Man, pussy, slaugher

Hal Moore: I wonder what was going through Custers mind when he realized that he led his men into a slaughter

Plumley: (grave face) Sir, Custer was a pussy, you ain’t.

(Hal Moore looks at him not knowing if he cries or laughs. eventually he laughs)

Themes: Heroics, epic, irony, going somewhere

-Alexander the Great and his men are riding fast across vast steppes. The scene is accompanied by majestic music. 

Voiceover: We fought them as far as the unknown steppes of Scythia, where only legendary heroes once was. They hath told us we were now on the borders of where Europe and Asia meet. In fact. We were totally lost.
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”I’m not anxious to kill anyone. See I was not born a soldier. I was trapped. You may  find me facetious 

from time to time, but if I didn’t make some rather bad jokes every now and then, I would go out of my mind”

Theme: Irony, God, The promised land, promises and bad omens.
-Gathering in jewish family in the beginning of WWII. We are in Hungary.
Grandmother: Please God! May we always go on singing.Your grandfather Emmanuel Sonnenschein used to say. “Be glad that you are born here.This is the promised land.”

Son: These things are only temporary.

Themes: Nuclear disaster, Integrity
-Colonel Tom Devoe and his boss from the White House; Dr. Julia Kelly, are talking about their jobs. 
Tom Devoe: You moved from Lawrence Livermore to the White House. So! First you build the bombs to blow up the entire world, and now you wanna save it, make up your mind, which i it gonna be?

Dr. Julia Kelly: Well. I believe this week were saving it.

Themes: Bureaucracy, consequence, talk, action
-In the Spanish Civil War in a rebel hideout there is trouble with the unreliable Pablo. The rebels are discussing and taking a vote as to whether they should kill him or not. Everybody is for, except one, who wants to finish his argument about why they shouldn’t. Pilar, the wife of Pablo is the commander of the men and they all stand around her waiting for her to judge the brawl. 
Rebel soldier: Pilar! I have’nt been allowed to finish yet.

Pilar: Finish then, finish!

Rebel soldier: I still maintain we need Pablo, we should reason with him, and point out that his conduct...

Pilar: (interrupts) Stop it! even here one man can make a bureaucracy with his mouth.(adresses all) You voted to kill him.Now, have done with it!

Themes: Nation, occupation, colonial wars. Arabia, journalism, right questions, politics.

-In a an arab desert camp. An American journalist is looking in a book that belongs to the Sherif an arab, fighting for his country. The book is explaining politics. The Sherif approach him.

Sherif Ali: That’s a childrens book. I’ve set myself to learn again.

Jornalist: What are you learning from this?

Arab: Politics

Journalist: You’re gonna be a democracy in this country? Youre gonna have a parliament?

Sherif Ali: I will tell you that when I have a country

Themes: Journalism, assumptions, politics
-At a Garden-party for Americans, probably at the Ambassadors house, in El Salvador 1986. A Journalist is talking to some important military “Sir”. The “Sir” is in parade uniform and the journalist is in a characteristic war-reporters outfit. 

Jornalist: Remember me, Sir?

Sir: Yeah I remember. Last time I heard about you was when Thieu kicked you out.

Journalist: But then mister Thieu got kicked out after me didn’t he?

Sir: You know, I never understood why you guys loved the Commies so much.

Journalist (looking over hi shoulder) We guys?

Sir: If you were a Vietnamese you would be working in a re-education camp pulling turnips. (scorning laugh)

Journalist: Ehh. I never really liked turnips very much Colonel. And you don’t see me applying for Vietnamese citizenship do you?

Sir: They don’t like that funny stuff you smoke over there (he thinks he got him now, everybody is laughing loudly)

Journalist ( laughing too but suddenly taking on a rather serious face) Why, you got some?

Themes: Straighttalk, intelligence, action
At an assembly for an provisory Irish Rebublican government there is a heated discussion.

Delegate: I’ve said it before, and I’ll say it again.  as usual, exceeding his brief.

Michael Collins:  (smiling from the end of the table) And just what is my brief?

Delegate: Intelligence.

Michael Collins: Bullshit! I’m minister for gunrunning, daylight robbery and general mayhem..and until our boys are armed, nothing is going to happen.

Themes: Race, right, knowledge, politics, man
The President Limbani, who some mercenaries have freed from prison, wants to talk to the White Southafrican of the mercenaries. Limbani is weak, and he is lying down. The Southafrican, who has been carrying him, is resting against a tree.

Limbani touches his arm.
White Southafrican: (hostile)What do you want?

Limbani: Just to talk.

White Southafrican: Talk? No wonder you’re a politician.

Limbani: I haven’t had anyone to talk to for over two years. Just prisonguards. I entertained myself by trying to taunt them into killing me.

White Southafrican: Now you’re trying the same on me. Christ! go to sleep man!

Limbani: Man! That’s an improvement over Kaffer. What did you do in Southafrica?

White Southafrican: I fought black troublemakers.

Limbani: Who were they fighting? And why?

White Southafrican: (annoyed) If you are asking me whether i understand the politics of my own country the answer is no. Allright?

Limbani: Well at least we had an equal opportunity to neglect our education.

Themes: Freedom, nation, democracy, politics.
-At an assembly in the Colonial state of South Carolina it is being discussed whether South Carolina should join the struggles for independence – the famous American War of Independence. One person: What nation is that

Another: An American nation. (stands up in a pointmaking manner)

1st person: There is no such nation and to speak of one is treason!

2nd person: We are citizens of an American nation, and our rights are being threatened, by a tyrant 3000 miles away.

Maincharacter: (standing up) Would you tell me please mr, Howard? Why should I trade, one tyrant 3000 miles away, for 3000 tyrants one mile away.

(the crowd laughs)

Themes: Staying focused in a complicated world, The White House, Russia, niclear disaster, the olden days, The Cold War.

-In a hectic office atmosphere  in the White House. Dr.Julia Kelly and her staff are trying to figure out what happened and what to do after an atomic blast in the Ural Mountains.

Dr.Julia Kelly: What about NPIC?

Employee: Blast 40 minutes ago in the Urals. Two trains collided one was carrying warheads to cherbinsk. NMCC thinks Russia will use this to veil troops movements into Checnya. (showing paper)

Dr.Julia Kelly: That’s not our problem. Estimates from Livermore?

Employee: Five to sevenhundred kilotons.

Dr.Julia Kelly: Looks scared. All current data on my desk.

Employee: Yes.

Dr.Julia Kelly: I’m gonna need a minute.

(she goes into her office, we see her through window..)

Two men are chatting: ”radiation patterns in..yeah but those aren’t confirmed

Man: Russia, what a fucking mess. God I miss the Cold War!                                    

Themes: Love, the future, eyes, jewellery

-Napoleon and Josephine are dining right after Napoleon has returned from the battle of Wagram.
Napoleon: Looking at Josephine..”I don’t know those jewelleries.

Josephine: You mean, you don’t recognize them. I used to wear them when we got married. Not so very long ago.13 years.

Napoleeon: (smiling) I only looked at your eyes..then.

Josephine: And now?(laughing silently)

Napoleon: I’m afraid I have to look at the future.

Themes: From above, on top of things, models, the real world, childhood

A helicopter is targeting some terrorist trucks. 

Pilot voiceover: It looks like a bunch of models from up here. I used to love models as a kid. I used to blow them up!

Themes: Accomodation

-A small group of American soldiers walk into a devastated city in France during WWII. They meet some other American soldiers.

Captain John Miller: Is there anything left in this town? Like a three star hotel, something with clean sheets, soft pillows and roomservice?

Soldier that is showing them around: How about a nice comfy church?

Captain John Miller: We’ll take that.

Themes: God, oneself first

-Captain Hal Moore is praying with a nervous soldier: Private Jack Geoghehan, before they go to Vietnam.

Hal Moore: Our Father in Heaven! Before we go into battle..every soldier among us will approach you each in his own way. Our enemies too, according to their own understanding, will ask for protection and for victory. And so we bow for your infinite wisdom. We offer our prayers the best we can. I pray that you watch over the young men like Jack Geoghehan, that I lead into battle. You use me as your instrument in this awful Hell of war to watch over’ em. Especially if they are men like this one beside me, deserving of a future and your blessing and good will. Amen!

(Hal Moore appears to be finished, but he suddenly thinks of something)

Hal Moore: No! listen - one more thing Dear Lord- about our enemies- ignore their heathen prayers and help us blow those little bastards straight to hell!

Amen again!

Themes: Faily, God, responsibility, the wartrade.
-Right before they are off on a paid mission to save a legitimate African President from the imprisonment by an evil dictator, Janders and Allen are walking in the sundown in the training camp.
Janders: Allen! I want you to do something for me. If I die I’d like you to see that my son is allright. 

Allen: Me?

Janders: I mean you hooked me into this thing.

Allen: Don’t you have any decent friends?

Janders: Well I just made you his Godfather. Look! If his mother does’nt take care of him then I want you to take him away from her.

Allen: That’s the most insane thing. When I’m not employed killing perfect strangers I am an out of work..drunk.

Janders: A bit of responsibility would do you good. I want your hand on it.

(they shake hands)

Allen: You’re not gonna die.

Janders: I know it and you know it. But does the man upthere know it?

Allen: I’ll ask him.

Themes: Jesus, beyond jesus, !

-Two soldiers are looking at some other soldiers caught in an explosion 

1st soldier: Jesus!

2nd Soldier: Not even Jesus could get through that lot.

Themes: God, chance
On the protective walls of the town for foreign embassies in China, during the uprising of the Boxers year 1900. Everything is on fire. A priest and a soldier are preparing a cannon.

Priest. A little prayer and a lot of luck (he is talking abot the chance of hitting the targeted, but the cannon shoots of but it misses the target)

Soldier: Bad luck?

Priest: (shouting over the blasphemy) Bad luck? You weren’t praying hard enough. 

Themes: God, politics, blood, Africa

Some mercenaries, who have just saved an African president, who was thrown in prison by an unlawful dictator, have sought refuge in a missionstation.

Mission Priest: I believe  you’re trying to start a civil war here Faulkner. You’ll be responsible for slaughtering and starvation, the likes of which you’ve never imagined. You’ll be up to your eyes in blood, and you’ll die Faulkner. All of you. And all of us. So I’m against ya and God’s against ya, and if you’ll excuse the blasphemy were tough sons of bitches the both of us.

Themes: Drinks, God

-We are in Gallipoli in Turkey during WWI. Some Australian soldiers are talking about  missons they have been assigned  to and will go very soon.
1st soldier: What are you guys doing?

Dunne: We’re going for the Nek tomorrow.

3rd soldier: Nek? I reckon the Turks got machine guns everywere up there!

Dunne: (looking as though he seeks to convince himself ) Yeah! Ship’s guns are gonna knock ‘em out before we go over.

(Long eloquent silence. It seems that none of them really believe that)

Dunne: (to Snow) Like a drink?

Snow: No.

Dunne: Ahh come on Snow, the Lords not gonna hold it against you! He turns a blind eye about an hour before a battle.

3rd soldier: He’s right.

(Snow drinks, all laugh)

Themes: God, arse, farewell

-At an airfield wherefrom some mercenaries are trying to get out of Africa.

Allen: (On radio and on his way to the airfield with the soldiers) Don’t start the engines before we get there. I want it quiet..out.

Soldier at airfield: (To the priest who led them there) Father! I think you should get on your arse or you’re most likely to get your sainthood shot of.

Father: (Laughs) I do that (gets on his arse/mule)Good luck to you, you godless murderers!

Soldier: Well that’s one of the most moving benedictions I ever heard.
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”Saddam is no joke here in Iraq. He’s going to kill us all”

Themes: Reluctance, fear, borders

On the bridge that divides and unites North and South Korea.

We see two pair of feet marching with military boots. Suddenly one pair of feet stop at a line while the others continue.
voice:(in korean) Do I have to go? 

Other voice: what? After half a century of division, we put an end to the disgraceful history of ours and open up the uniting bridge.

1st voice: Maybe we can open it up a bit later.

Themes: Fairness
on D-day, a group of soldiers are cut off and under heavy fire.
Soldier: They’re killing us. We don’t have a fucking chance and that ain’t fair.

Themes: Premonition, precondition
Discussing which way to take, two soldies are having different opinions.
Soldier: Sir, I dont have a good feeling about this one.

Captain Miller: Well when was the last time you felt good about anything.

Themes: Fear, piss

In Iraq some Americans are trying to get back to their camp, but they are constantly running into unfriendly fire. 
Soldier: But I wish there were more of us sarg..I mean..this city shit is way freaky.

Other soldier: Yeah, tell him to put on some pampers sarg, he can piss himself all he wants.

Themes: Reluctance, hopeless situations

On a plane that is about to drop some soldiers onto the battlefield, everybody are getting ready. 
Soldier: I suppose a transfer to the cavalry is out of the question Sergeant Major?

Themes: Courage, war of information, omens

Officer: What paper is that your are reading?

2nd. officer: LA Times.

1st .officer: They got a horoscope?

2nd officer: What if it’s bad?

1st officer: That’s not gonna be a problem. see I’ m trained for danger.

Themes: Miracle, practical, insane
A major and another soldier are discussing the chances for the expedition that they have just sent off.
Major: They may pull it off. Anything can happen in a war. Snap in the middle of absolute insanity people pull out the most extraordinary resources. Ingenuity, courage. Self-sacrifice. Pity we cant beat the problems of peace in the same way. It would be so much cheaper for everybody.
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”You wait here Roberto” – ”Oh, I can make it Anselmo” – You want to

be shot at carrying these?”(dynamite) -  ”No! Not even in a joke”

Themes: Hand over mind, revolution, power

A Padrone is being led to the partisan leader, by a boy pointing a gun to his back. One of the partisans, who used to be a peasant worker for the Padrone pushes him and he falls.
Partisan: Oh excuse me Padrone. I held my hand back so long it escaped on its own

Themes: Experience, desktop-soldiers
Gunney Highway Comes into the office of the superior; Major Powers, where he is to report for duty. His old friend Choozoo is there too. 

Major Powers: (looking in Gunney Highways papers) Been in a long time!

Gunney: I felt a little heat, Sir.

Choozoo: Korea, Dominican in 65, three tours in Nam. Hell! This old ass in the grass bulldog is carrying so much shrapnel, he can’t pass through an airport metal detector.

Major Powers: I haven’ t just yet had the..eh..privilege of combat.

Themes: wounds
Whilst taking care of wounded friend soldier states

Soldier: I ain’t never seen so much blood on such a pussy wound.

Themes: Wounds, body, going somewhere without the body.

A superior pays a visit to a dying soldier in the infirmary

Soldier: (through pain)..eehh..(cough)..its you..(sighs)..I was hoping you would come...I was waiting to see you before I go...

Superior: Go? Where do you think you are going without any legs you dumb fool.

Themes: Parade/masquerade, shitholecynicism, wounds, drinks
At a party, in full parade uniform, two ”as in the grass soldiers” are not enjoying the social atmosphere. 

Highway: What  do you do at a party like this? Stick out your little pinky? (shows his little finger)

Choozoo: Just dont unzip and stick Old Blue out.

Highway: Hey did’nt J.J. Johnson do that at a WAVE party down in San Diego?

Choozoo: No that was me. J.J. mooned the ARVN general at China Beach.

Highway: (handing chozoo a beer) Well here. Let’s drink a toast to J.J and all the pieces of him that we could’nt find.

Choozoo: Funniest guy I ever met. 

Themes: Wounds, shitholecynic, hello and farewell.

Two Australian soldiers are walking around in the trenches of Gallipoli in WWI. They are guided by another, rather cheerful soldier. An arm and a leg of a dead buried man is poking out of the sidewall of the trench. The cheerful soldier shakes his hand and walks past.

Soldier: Pleased to meet you.

Themes: Trade of war, getting out, endings

Two American mercenaries are in Bosnia, fighting as snipers on the Serb side. One is having moral grudges and wants to get out. 
1st soldier: I’m getting outta here.

(theres a break..the soldier is rolling a joint..)

2nd soldier: Yeah, what are you gonna do? Sell used fuckin’ cars, until somebody finds out who you are?

1st soldier: (thinking for a while): I can always open a butcher shop.

2nd soldier: Smiles a half suppressed smile. 

Themes:  Official, assholes

On a plane on the way to save the world, Colonel Tom Devoe and his boss, Dr. Julia Kelly. are discussing procedures and the general they suspect to have stolen russian nukes.

Dr. Julia Kelly :(to an employee while she is looking at her laptop) And would you call Langley? I’m still waiting for a psych profile on Kodoroff.

Devoe: He’s an asshole, I’ll save you the trip.

Dr. Julia Kelly: (annoyed)(sighs)Thanks. I’ll settle for the official version.

Devoe: Ok, officially, he’s an asshole.

Themes: Marines, time, communist, asshole
Some training site for Marines in America. 

Drillinstructor: Get up! Knees in the breeze in five minutes.

Soldier: It’s goddam five o’clock you said 0600.

Drillinstructor: So I cant tell time, so I lied, maybe some communist bastard is gonna make an appointment to pop you a new asshole right in the forehead.

Themes: human, school (war of information), bullshit
On a battlefield, some soldiers are discussing what thair captain did before the war.

Upham: So you don’t even know where he went to school?

Reiben: Captain didn’t go to school, they assembled him at OCS out of the spare body parts of dead GI’s.

Soldier: You gotta pay attention to detail, I know exactly where he is from because I pay attention to details.

Soldier walking past: Hey Upham. Careful you don’t step in the bullshit.

Themes: Shit, leaders

The battle of Guadalcanal. WWII
Japanese soldier: we know where you are yank.

US soldier: Tojo eats shit.

Japanese soldier: No Roosevelt eats shit.

Themes: Stupidity, butt

The battle of Guadalcanal. WWII. A lieutenant accidentally pulls the pin off a handgrenade while the grenade is still in his belt. He looks at the pin and throws himself away from the others.
sound: Ding!

Lieutenant:“Argh”!

Soldier: Keck.

Lieutenant: Jesus oh Jesus.

Soldier: Shhh.

Lieutenant: I blew my butt of.

Soldier It’s allright its allright.

Lieutenant: I blew my but of..argh!

Soldier: Lay down.

Lieutenant: What a fucking recruit trick to pull!

Themes: ass, leadership, inspirational speech
Commander Frank Ramsey is talking to the crew of his submarine before they sail out to save the world.
Frank Ramsey: I expect and demand your very best. Anything less you should have joined the airforce.

Men: Laughing.

Frank Ramsey: This might be our commander-in-chiefs navy. But this is my boat. And all I ask is that you keep up with me. And if you can’t. that strange sensation you will be feeling in the seat of your pants will be my boot in your ass

(The men laugh)

Themes; Shit, fear
In Iraq, a group of soldiers are in an Iraqui police-station surrounded by angry iraquis.

We’re never gonna get out of here are we?

Sergeant: The shit got deeper, so what, we’re just gonna put on our rubberboots now.
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”I woke up from a dream this morning. I was broke and sharing a room with 12 people I didn’t know. Only to discover: 

I was broke and sharing a room with 12 people I did’nt know” – ” You laugh at that?” – ”I have to laugh”

Themes: Orders, desire, subordination
Two highranking soldiers are on a U.S Marine vessel somewhere in the Pacific right before being shipped off for the battle of Guadalcanal.
1st soldier: Nobody wants that island, but you. How much do you want it?

2nd Soldier: As much as I have to; sir

Themes: Orders and ceremony, intelligence 
A soldier enters the office of a superior, but forgets to salute.
Superior: If you’re insubordinate of me Lawrence, I shall have you put under arrest.

Lawrence: It’s my manner, Sir.

Superior: Your what?

Lawrence: My manner. It looks insubordinate but it really isn’t.

Superior: I can’t make out whether you’re bad mannered or just half-witted.

Lawrence: I have the same problem, Sir.

Themes: Shit, rank

A soldier is having a mocking show in front of the other soldiers, mocking their superior. The superior sees it.
Superior: Holding soldier in lower rank in a seemingly friendly headlock. the soldiers are cheering) You understand why we have a chain of command don’t you?

Soldier: Roger that. Sir!

Superior: Coz if I ever see you undermining me like that again, you’ll be cleaning latrines with your tongue, until you can’t taste the difference between shit and french fries. Are we clear?

Themes: Ceremony
Stepping out of the office of Major Powers, where Gunney just reported for duty. 
Gunney to Choozoo: Is he always like that or is he just trying to make a good impression?

Chozoo: He even consults the marine corps manual before he mounts his old lady, just to make sure he performs in a proficient...

both: Orderly military manner. (they laugh)

Themes: Orders

In Africa. Attacked by a horde of screaming soldiers, an english mercenary Private and Lieutenant are hiding behind a small bush.
Private: (looking scared) Lieutenant? 

Lieutenant: (in the voice a superior uses for orders in the military) You’re not dead until i tell you you’re dead understand?

Private: Yes, Sir

Themes: Freedom, ceremonial, all the time in the world, the last laugh.
Text on screen: Ireland, 16th of january 1922.

At a ceremony where the new “Irish Free State Army” takes over Dublin Castle, Michael Collins arrives late. The British General is looking at his pocketwatch.
General: You’re seven minutes late Mr. Collins.

Michael Collins: You kept us waiting 700 years, you can have your 7 minutes.

Themes: Execution, hero, brutality, politeness

The hat fell from his head and Pablo said. “look Pilar, he’s polite, he takes off his hat for a woman like you”

Themes: Money, looks
While receiving money for a stolen Russian nuclear warhead,  Kodoroff is commenting on the new look of the money (they are speaking russian)
Kodoroff: I hate these new ones, they don’t seem real. He looks bug eyed, deformed!

Themes: Looks
Some Australian soldiers are in training Camp in Egypt in WWI, an are being instructed by their colonel.

Colonel: All right men, you are shortly to be let loose on the local inhabitans, who you will be surprised to find, don’t look at all like you, a fact of which, they are no doubt, eternally grateful.

Themes: Looks
A Captain has just been rescued by his team.

Captain: Hey it’s good to see you!

Soldier:Jesus cap, you look like shit!

Captain: Thankyou.

Themes: Looks, race
Cairo. After a strenuous crossing of the Sinai desert, in order to tell the British about their recent conquests, Lawrence of Arabia, and his bedouin companion walks into the british officers bar. Lawrence is dressed in bedouin clothes as is his bedouin companion.
Barman (in fez and and with local accent): Get out!

Lawrence( grabs his arm and looks him in the  eyes) We want two large glasses of Lemonande!

Barman: (almost whispering) This is a bar for British officers.

Lawrence: That’s allright, we are not particular.

Themes: Looks, Race, color
At some base in the USA where the first company who is to go to Vietnam are gathered for training, the soldiers wives, are meeting, helping each other to get settled on the base. They are discussing laundry.
Woman: The base washing machines don’t work, they’re full of sand from the swamp missions. All the women laugh.

1st. woman: The laundromat in town’s ok. But they won’t let you wash your colored things in their machines.

2nd woman: Surprised: In a public laundromat?

1st woman: It didn’t make any sense to me either, but I’m telling you that there’s a big sign right in the window that says. Whites only.

everybody looks at each other..some smile

Themes: smell, looks, french sensitivity/American straightforwardness
In The War of Independence in Northamerica. A stiff unhumourous French officer and the leader of some rebels are rowing towards an english party in Uniforms stolen from the English in battle. 

Leader to Frenchman: You look good in that colour.

Frenchman: It stinks!

Leader: Mm, well, its had a dead man in it.

Themes: looks, naked, hygiene
WWII. A group of English dress up in the German uniforms.

The explosives expert Miller: (while taking on uniform) Not very hygienic I must say. Shocking taste in undies too (points to the stripped German soldiers) Ah well. (puts on cap in a very cheerful way) Heil everybody.

Themes: Looks, french ceremony/american straightforwardness
Before an important battle in the Northamerican War of Independence.

A Frenchman who is fighting with the Americans, enters the battelfield out of his tent in full parade uniform. Proud and flashy. He discovers the leader to be looking at him and seem a bit embarrassed. The leader smiles and funny  and eloquent glances are exchanged.

French officer: If I die, at least I will die well dressed!

Themes: Looks, ggod news, no slack
After a succesful, but hardearned rescue-operation In Grenada, Gunney and his men are called ove the phone by headquaters. 

Choozoo: Sergeant? It’s Batallion.

Powers: Go ahead.

Chozoo: Big daddy says: “Get off you fat ass and get back to war”. His words, Sir. He says he wants to recon that hill. He said one of our fly fly boys saw some armor.

Highway: You’re full of all kinds of good news.

Chozoo: You’re too ugly to live forever.
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”Lawrence! Only two kinds of creatures get fun in the desert – Bedouins an Gods. Take it from me, for ordinary men it’s a

burning fiery furnace” – ” No Dryden, It’s going to be fun” – It is recognized that you have a funny sense of fun.”

Themes: War of information

-In a devastated town in Europe, WWII. A german is speaking on a loudspeaker. 
American Soldier: Most of the German fire now is concentrated to the westward.

Oher american soldier: Who’s that on the loudspeaker?

American Soldier: That’s Dagwood Dusseldorf. Our friendly neighbourhood morale officer.

Loudspeaker: The Statue of Liberty is kaputt.

Oher american soldier : The statue of liberty is kaputt. That’s disconcerting.

Themes: War of information, heroes and bad guys, justified surveillance, refugees, poverty

While transporting stolen nukes some terrorists are being traced by American satellites. The transport is caught up in a wagontrain of refugees and redcross-vans.
Kodoroff: (with russian accent) Fucking refugees- Azerbaijani, Georgian , Kasakhstani.

Person in truck: Don’t curse them.

Kodoroff: I don’t care what bitch gave birth to them, Muslim, Serb. I don’t hate them for who they are. I hate them because they’re poor.

(phone rings. Kodoroff says something in Russian and the third guy in the truck picks up the phone and gives it to Kodoroff)

Tom Devoe : (on phone) Hey Alek hows the ride downthere?

Kodoroff: Who is this?

Devoe: Does’nt traffic drive you nuts when youre in a hurry?

Kodoroff : (shouting, his accent getting worse) Who the fuck is this?

Devoe: It’s Tom Devoe, Alek! How you been? You still humping that Finnish stewardess with the bad skin?

Kodoroff: (fake friendly voice) Tom! are you still trading stolen cars on the black market?

Devoe: Hey Alek. You watched CNN during Desert Storm. Remember all those television shots from the nose cone of the missiles slammin’ into those trucks? Remember that picture?

(Now Kodoroff is looking out of the window up in the air)

Devoe: How it kept getting closer and bigger on the screen? You could just about see the faces of those drivers and then - zap!  The picture went dead and we did’nt get to see what happened next. Well guess what Alek. You will you son of a bitch!

Themes: Alertness, understatements
Lieutenant Colonel Hal moore is on the phone with HQ. A Vietcong soldier is approaching him from the back in a Kamikaze sort of run. He has a bajonet. The impression is that Hal Moore doesn’t know he is coming. 
Hal Moore: (into phone) I recommend you send another company of reinforcement as soon as can be accomplished without undue risk.

Voice on phone: How bad is it Hal?

Hal Moore turns around and shoots Vietcong soldier in the head so the the blood splurts out of holes on both sides of the head. 

Hal Moore:  It’s getting pretty sporty down here, Sir.

Themes: Time, the unusual as normal

At a Somali road, a jeep is driving along. From inside the jeep you see an American Black Hawk helicopter, flying right in front of the window facing the driver. The car stops and American soldiers in full armour knocks on the window. The man on the back seat  is talking on his cellphone. 

African businessman: (with an expression that indicates no surprise of this spectacle)  I’m going to be running late.

Themes: weapon-metaphors

War on Drugs and Terror, somewhere in the world. A male and a female soldier (Charlie and Ben) are walkie talkie-ing. Ben has been a prisoner of the terrorists, but he managed to escape and steal a radio. 

Ben: Your voice sounds familiar, I’ve got wood! Over

Charlie: Blue thunder one, I’ll take care of you later. But first we gotta extract you.

Ben: I love it when you talk dirty Lieutenant. Never mind that. first I got some urgent business at hand. Will contact you regarding a rendezvous point when over. Blue thunder one over and out.

Charlie: Blue thunder one, we’re cocked loaded and ready to shoot. Over and out.

Bystanding soldier: When you two are done having phonesex maybe we can complete this mission.

Themes: Diplomacy, language, appearance. politics, action, art, nuances, aesthetics

Tzar: I commisioned this painting, to give to you as a souvenir of our discussion in the middle of Niemen where the Emperor of France and the Tzar of Russia met to offer each other peace.

Emperor: You think France has offered you peace. I would rather say she has imposed  it in you.

Tzar: the French have such a gift for nuances.

Napoleon: It’s more than a nuance. You know very well, that if you had not accepted my conditions, we would have blown your Austrian and Hungarian allies of the face of the earth, and laid waste to your whole empire.

Tzar: That’s such cruel terminology.

Napoleon: I’m a conqueror not a lyricist.

Themes: Music, aesthetics,

Texan Revolution, the Battle of the Alamo. The Mexican army is outside the fence of The Alamo playing a march tune. The Texans are standing on the fence looking at the troops.
1st soldier: You bring a band, you’re counting on having something to celebrate.

(The Lieutenant Colonel and Davy Crockett comes up to watch)

Davy Crockett: Mighty nice of them to serenade us like this.

Lieutenant Colonel: It’s a cavalry march. But I’ve been told Santa Anna fancies it for other uses. He borrowed it form the Spaniards, the Spaniards from the Moors. It’s called Deguillo.

Davy Crockett: Kinda pretty.

Lieutenant Colonel: Deguillo means slit throat. 

Davy Crockett: Now ain’t that pretty.

Themes: Language, politics, diplomacy
Some decisionmakers are gathered in the White House, settling the details of the blockade that has been decided as the American reaction to the Russian delivery and rigging of nuclear weapons on Cuba.

Advisor: A blockade is technically an act of war, therefore we recommend calling the action a quarantine.

Kenny: Let’s hope that translates into Russian .

Themes: Language, translation
Two German soldiers are trying to surrender. Their arms are in the air. They are speaking German. Two American soldiers are pointing their guns at them.
Soldier: What? I’m sorry. I can’t understand what you’re saying.

(They shoot the Germans, and approach to check the bodies)

Soldier: What’d he say? What’d he say?

Other soldier: “Look I washed for supper “(showing his hands in surrenderpositions like the germans, they laugh.)

Themes: language, a way with words
A Southkorean soldier gives birthday present to Northkorean soldier. The Northkorean is deeply moved.
Thank you Comrade......(break) Brother! asshh..I mean brother (he laughs at himself)

Themes: craze, drinks, reconciliation
Two uninvited locals walk into the bar for American soldiers and starts a brawl. One hits the Colonel. 

The situation now is that an American Captain is holding a gun to the head of one of the locals, and two locals are pointing guns at the Captain.

Captain: You fucked up when you popped the Colonel. It looks like we got ourselves an oldfashioned mexican standoff. You can have a choice: Either I blow your fuckin’ brains all over the bar, or you can call of your gunslingers and walk away without the Colonel pressing charges. What’s it gonna be?

Local: (scared voice with accent) You’re either brave or crazy.

Captain: Oh I’m crazy. Crazy as a shithouse rat

Captain: Smiles

Local: Ahhh! we’re all crazy here!

Captain: (uncocks gun)That’s what I like to hear. I feel more at home now.

Captain: Bartender, next round is on me. (puts his arm on shoulder of the local)

Local: (raises glass and shouts) For our American brothers!

Themes: War of information, knowledge

At the handover of an Iraqui prisoner for questioning in some unregistered CIA prison in Iraq.

Prison guard to prisoner: (with latino accent) Allow me to introduce myself. I’m Comandante Frederico de la Rocha and I’m a warrior. But my battlefield is here with you. My skills are extraction of information. So I will share my knowledge with you,  and you will share your knowledge with me ..sooner or later. That I promise you!

Themes: Information of war
Newsroom at a newspaper in America right before war breaks out in Europe. News are ticking in.

Reporter: What’s new?
Man handing him telegram: Oh just the ol’ jelly bungaroo

Another man coming over: Mr Powers wants to see that foreign stuff as soon as it comes in.

Reporter gets up, says to the guy at the newsticking machine: Don’t declare war for a few minutes!

Themes: Correspondents, wishing catastrophe, war of information, heroic  journalism
Two war reporters meet at a cafe in El Salvador.

1st  journalist. Hey man.

2nd: I thought you were dead.

1st: I thought I’d find you here..dead? Why? Do i look that bad?

2nd: Yeah. I heard stories from Guatemala.They had you. They were pulling your toenails out.

1st: Fucking Guatemala. Jesus! How was Beirut?

2nd: Fucking awful.

1st: Good!

Themes: Journalistic method, honesty, disrespect of authority, Europe
Powers and reporter are discussing the Globes coverage of a possible war in Europe - and who to send to Europe as correspondent. 

Powers: (angry tone) I want a reporter. Somebody who does’nt know the difference between an ism and a kangaroo. An honest crimereporter is what the globe needs. That’s what Europe needs. Wait a minute, I got something that might pass for an idea. Who was that fella that ran down the payrollrobbery last week?

Reporter: Would you mean Johnny Jones?

Powers: He beat up a policeman didn’t he? In the line of duty?

Reporter: Yes. talk of the city is that you fire him.

Powers: Beat up a policeman eh? sounds ideal for Europe!

Themes: facts, war of information, control
After battle at Eylau
1st soldier: (looking at Napoleon who is writing) What is he writing?

2nd soldier: Probably a report of the battle as he wants it published in Paris’s newspapers. The Emperor takes charge of everything around him. Including the facts.
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”Good! You joke! In this business one should joke a little. I’m so serious. It’s why I can joke.”

Themes: Irony of contrast, love

Capt. John Miller is trying to fix a coffee machine at a bombed out cafe. It doesn’t work so he leaves it. Private Ryan is sitting on what used to be the facade of the cafe. Music is playing. There is a relaxed atmosphere. Ryan is fixing his machine gun calmly. 
Priv. Ryan: Who’s that singing, Sir?

Captain Miller: Edith Piaf . 

Priv. Ryan: What’s she so upset about?

(Captain Miller walks out and looks at the devastated town)

Miller: Her lover left her. But she still sees his face everywhere she goes.

Ryan: That would do it.

Themes: Irony of contrast, dance, rhythm and race
A break in relative safety in Iraq. White Soldier: Man! There ain’t no place to dance in Iraq.

Black Soldier: Theres gotta be. Hell you can dance anywhere man!

White Soldier: No dude. I can’t dance.

Black Soldier: You can’t dance? Man! All you gotta do is just bounce.

White Soldier: Like this?

3rd soldier: What the fuck is that?

White Soldier: What?

Black Soldier: All you gotta do is just. Get jiggy with it. Like this.

The last time he got jiggy with it he got arrested for indecent exposure.

Themes: Race, myths, law

Schindler enters a prison cell. Another man is already there. He is wearing a german uniform.

German: What about you?

Schindler: I violated the race and resettlement act. Though I doubt anyone can point out the actual provision to me. I kissed a Jewish Girl.

German: Laughing. Did your prick fall off?

(both men laugh.German laughs a lot)

Themes: 
In Grenada Gunney and his men are in trouble while trying to take a hill. They are hiding in an old fort and one of the men are dead. 

Collins: (scared) We’re gonna make it outta here? Right Gunney?

Gunney: What. You got a date Collins?

Collins: You never know.

Themes: Family

On D-day. Captain Miller is running through unfriendly fire on the enemy line. 

Sergeant Horwath: Captain! If your Mother saw you do that she would be very upset.
Themes: Family, indian wisdom, inspirational speech, age

While training officers to go to Vietnam Lieutenant Colonel Hal moore lectures his men on combat, and familyrelations.

Hal moore: When Crazy horse was a baby he nursed from the breasts of every woman in the tribe. The sioux raised their children that way. Every warrior called every woman in the tribe mother. Every older warrior they called him grandfather. Now the point here is that they fought as a family. Take care of your men. Teach them to take care of each other, coz when this starts. Each other is all we’re gonna have!

(the soldiers look nervous and there is a tense atmosphere. Hal moore walks away)

Plumley looks fierce (and old): Any of you sons of bitches calls me grandpa. I’ll kill you.

Themes: Family, principles, luxury

At an assembly in the Colonial state of South Carolina it is being discussed whether South Carolina should join the war of independence from England. 
Maincharacter: But mark my words. This war, will be fought - not on the frontier or on some distant battlefield - but amongst us! Among our homes. Our children will learn of it with their own eyes and the innocent will die with the rest of us. I will not fight. And because I will not fight, I will not cast a vote that will send others to fight in my stead.

Another person: And your principles?

Maincharacter: I am a parent, I have’nt got the luxury of principles.

Themes: Freedom, The free world, family, power of examples

In Iraq where the peacekeeping American forces are in the firing line. 
Soldier: Sarg, why are these guys so fucking pissed off at us man?

Sarg: Just coz were here.

Soldier: Yeah but I don’t get it. We got Saddam. What? That don’t count for nuthin?

Sarg: Well how would you feel if they were in Miami. Huh?

Soldier: Don’t even go there man, coz Miami would be a totally different story allright. If you fuck with my home town you are going down, that’s the way it is allright?

Sarg: That’s my point dumbass. Nobody likes being occupied. It’s like living with your parents. 

Themes: Freedom, The Free World
Cuban missile crisis;  two of Kennedy advisers are talking on the phone. Kennedy is in Chicago pretending that everything is normal in order to prevent a panic situation.
1st advisor: We’ve got a consensus for a blockade, but it wont last past the day after tomorrow Kenny. You have to bring him back. By the way, China invaded India today

Kenny: you’re kidding aren’t you?

1st advisor: I wish I were. Galbraith is handling it in New Delhi, makes me wonder what’s coming next.

Kenny: What is it about the free world that pisses the rest of the world off?

1st adviser: I dont know. ‘Cause we have Tupperware parties?

Kenny: (Laughs) Maybe.

Themes: Tomorrow, beside the point
In interrogation room of the American forces in Somalia.
Black businessman: See all this? It’s simply shaping tomorrow. A tomorrow without a lot of Arkansas white boys ideas.

General Garrison: Well I would’nt know about that, I’m from Texas. (supressing smile)

Themes: nation, foreign policy
Two government officials, a Mexican and an American are discussing the war on drugs and the kidnapping of an American and a Mexican agent.

Mexican official: It is very tragic about the disappearance of your agent. Camarena.

American: and Zavala

Mexican: Zavala was a traitor, we are not interested in him.

American: I thought he was a soldier in the war on drugs as well.

Mexican: (changing subject) There are also strong nationalistic feeling about these issues. Such as our bandidos are ours. Not yours.

Themes: Money, bad omens, Sad realism
The boys are in the factory where they work. Three of them are going to Vietnam. There is chatting and factory noise in the background..
One guy: Hey Stevie. Now you’re going in the army, how about giving me my twenty bucks back?

Themes: Sad realism
Hal Mooore and Sergeant Major Plumley are in Camp in Vietnam, discussing the coming battle. 

Hal Moore: Maybe you oughta get yourself and M-16.

Plumley: Sir, when I need one there’ll be plenty of them lying on the ground.

Themes: Laughing in the face of death, surrender, ending
After the devastating defeat of the Texans, Davy Crockett, the only one stil alive in the Alamo  is standing face to face with Santa Anna and the Mexican Army. He is on his knees with his hands tied on his back.

Santa Anna: (in Spanish) If you wish to beg for your life. This would be a proper time.(to translator) Expliquelez!

Translator: Throw yourself at the mercy of His Excellency, Antonio Lopez de Santa Anna.

Davy Crockett: Are you Santanna? (he is almost too weak to speak) I thought he’d be taller.(long break..he cries) Davy Crockett (looks up) You tell the general. That I’m willing to discuss the terms of surrender. You tell him, that if he’ll tell his men to lay their weapons down and assemble peacefully. I promise to take you all to general Houston and I’ll try my best to save most of your lives. That’s said Sam’s a might prickly, so no promises.Tell him!

(Translator looks surprised and reluctant)  

Crockett:(shouts) Tell him!

Translator: Excellencia. (in spanish) He says we should surrender.

(Santa Anna raises his narm and some soldiers move forward)

Davy Crockett: I wanna warn you all. I’m a screamer.

Davy Crockett screams while he is killed by the soldiers.

Themes: LIfe after death, goodbyes, Elvis’s whereabouts
In Iraq. The sergeant is dying and he gives an emotional speech to his boys, telling them to take care of each other and to get home.
Sarg: You get home! Get home!

1st soldier to medic: No no! You gotta help him out man.

2nd:  soldier: Say hi to  
Themes: Drinking
In a bombed out setting in Somalia, a medic is fixing up two exhausted and bleeding soldiers. While fiddling with their drop he says. 

Medic: After I’m finished with this I’ll whip you guys up some margaritas, the usual, blended, no salt.

Themes: Food, getting outtahere.
Highway and his recons are in Grenada, rescuing American citizens.
They are taking heavy fire. Stitch is throwing himself next to Highway.

Stitch: Hey man. we forgot the beer and the hotdogs, I’ll go back to New York and get them.

Themes: Trade of war

The team is resting in a church after a rough day. Captain John Miller’s hand is on the screen. Lit by a candle. It is shaking. 
Sergent Horwath: What’s with your hand?

Miller: I don’t know. It started when they brought us down for embarkation. It comes and goes.

Horwath: You may have to get yourself a new line of work.This one does’nt seem to agree with you anymore.

Miller: Looks at him. Starts to smile and ends up laughing in an almost crying way

Horwath: What?

Themes: Borders, apparently

On the border between North and South Korea. A South Korean soldier and a North Korean are facing each other in a stiff ceremonial posture.

The Southkorean soldier spits at the other soldier but misses him.

The Northkorean smiles and prepares to spit. He spits and misses.

The South Korean spits and this time the spit falls on the other soldiers shoe. 

They both try to contain their laughter. The South Korean is able to stop his suppressed laughter as he is hit in the face by Northkorean spit.

Themes:  a good way to go, resistance, resign 

-Rolf, a Norwegian resistance-man is reading a secret message from a fellow resistanceman.

Rolf: ”67 civilians killed..factory virtually untouhed..nazis” ....(he stops)...the third reich is gonna last for a thousand years...let’s all go and have a nice nazi dinner and see a nice nazi film..we might as well get used to it..  

(Another man is reading further on in the message)

Man: The Nazi’s are shifting their entire stock to Germany..by rail and ferry under the guard of a thousand picked troops..The tank cars are leaving saturday evening and are to be placed...in the Hydro ferry sunday morning..

3rd man: And Nillsen had to loose a perfectly good appendix to deliver that message..( This is very bad news, because they have been trying to prevent exactly that...That heavy water is shipped to germany)

Rolf: (Thinking)...wait a minute..maybe now..the very moment we have all dreaded..when they take the stuff to Germany...By ferry...this is where we finally get them!

3rd man: But Rolf..with a thousand picked soldiers?

2.man: (Seems to understand Rolfs idea) There is one place where you can’t use a thousand picked troops.

Rolf: Knut..do you want to do a little dying with me? I just thought of the best way to go..

(Knut smiles and gets up)

Themes: First time, high spirits, experienced cynicism

-Bar/whorehouse scene. WWII, in the last German stronghold: La Rochelle. 

The lady who is singing is walking around in the room and sits on the lap of some stiff uptight new soldier. His companion next to him is very drunk..he grabs the ladies arm

Drunk man: Come here sweetheart. Let the boy live..the Fuhrer still needs him 

(The lady walks away. The uptight guy looks even more uptight)

The two men down a glass of something, while saluting and burping

Drunk man: first time on a U-boat?

Uptight man: Yeah..first time..it’s gonna be exciting

Drunk man: Do you have a will?

Uptight man: excuse me?

Drunk man: thirteen boats down last month, sank with men and mice..

Drunk man lean back and smiles

Drunk man: exciting huh?

Themes:Drinking, inspirational speech, desillusion

-Bar, cabaret scene in WWII, La Rochelle

A man walks up on stage and announces in microphone:

Man. One moment please..I am asking for your attention....To the newly appointed Knights Cross bearer..Captain Lieutenant Thomsen..Three big cheers!

Everyone: Hurrah Hurrah Hurrah. Three men are carrying a very drunk lieutenant Thomsen on stage. He has got a cigarette hanging out of his mouth.

The drunk man from the last scene says: There is Thomsen from the old gang. Always drunk now. 

(Thomsen goes to a lady and looks like he is going to kiss her..but walks on. He grabs a bottle of champagne from a tray which a waiter walking past him is carrying.. Then he goes on stage.)

Thomsen: Quiet in the whorehouse..quiet!

 To our wonderful, abstaining Fuhrer! Whose career rose gloriously, from aprrentice painter to the greatest battle strategist of all times! He better watch this month. Why? Isnt’t it true? He’s a great naval expert. Who took it upon himself. In his unmeasurable wisdom. 

 How do I go on..(Thomsen burps in the microphone) there is a very tense silence.(Thomsen changes.)

...who showed the english bed-wetter..that cigar-chomping asshole of Churchill, where exactly to go and stick his stinking cigars. The captain cuts off the top of the champagne bottle with a knife and pours the champagne into his mouth. 

Themes: experience, first timers, high spirits, desillusion, autoresponse

Bar in WWII, La Rochelle

Two superiors, are talking in the bar.

1st superior: Phillip. That isn’t the old gang anymore..Now it’s their turn..all wet guys..bigmouths.

Thomsen( with his mouth full of food..Ass cheeks together, squeeze the balls, and the belief in the Fuhrer in their eyes.

1st superior: They too will quiet down 

(Phone rings)

Thomsen jumps and shouts: ALARM!!!

New guy: Yes, Captain! Good climate, because of the high altitude. (the atmosphere is tense, and the conversation polite, but it seems that noone knows what to say.

Captain ( long silence......) Quite a way.

New guy: It was my duty as a German to come!

Other officer: What did you do there?

New guy: I worked on a plantation. It belongs to my step-parents

Young cheerful officer: So you are the bosses son (smiling)

New guy: (slightly proud) If you will.

Loudspeaker. Standby first watch and stearboard watch

New guy: Excuse me! ( he puts on his coat and accidentally but without noticing it he hits a guy with it.)

New guy: permission to go on watch captain..

Captain: (with his mouth full) Mmmm

(He leaves)

Captain: A new breed, our mexican recruit..young marcher..worldly..evolved

Young cheerful officer: He’s so uptight he could crack nuts with his butt cheeks

Captain, na na na

Themes: Practical jokes, alarm, education, practise

WWII, German submarine.

Man through hatch down into submarine: Alarm! 

Everyone runs a bell rings continuously

Stand by main vents!

Starboard exchaust valve!

All men forward!

Come on come on come on!

Move it move it!

Come on come on!

Up up up!

Faster faster keep going keeep going !

I wanna see steam coming out of your ass!

In case you didn’t know. It’s an alarm. You’re not on a pleaasure cruise.

Get into diving positions!

(then on the screen we see some kind of meter measuring the depth. 

Voice: ”Lower negative tank ..atttention. Sterne up 10 (everyone is looking serious and scared.

Captain: Aprils fool..practice makes perfect! Don’t get rusty!

Themes: Inactive, looking for some action

-In total boredom in the German WWII, submarine after a long eventless time at sea..One man is picking his nose and he flicks the matter at another man..who is training his biceps.

Nosepicker: Tell me do you have any hair in your nose?

Biceps-man: Why?

Nosepicker: Because I have some hair in my ass maybe we can knit it together

Themes: Shit, boredom

-At officers mass in the German WWII submarine. Nothing is going on, and everyone is overcome by the dullness of it.

Captain: Comfortable  here ain’t it? No mail. No telephone, well-ventilated boat, solid woodpanelling..free food too.We’re in clover here!

Other officer: Like horse droppings (the others look surprised)..they’re rolling in clover as well..they’ve no need to work to make a living..They are even allowed to smoke!

Themes: Perspective

-WWII In a German submarine. Just after an attack by British destroyers. There’s  a light atmosphere because they survived. A man is dancing dressed as Josephine Baker, and there is shouting and cheering.

(Captain enters the room)

Captain: Quiet in the whorehouse. I have some bad news now!

(Every one looks a bit scared)

Soldier: what now?

Captain: Schalke lost,(he looks as though he is about to cry) 5 to xero

Captain: Not a chance of making the finals now!

Soldier: (very aggressive) It can’t be. I just dont believe it. 

Themes: farts, quiet, suspense, heroes,  just for show

WWII. At a dinner for officers. A german submarine officers crew are being welcomed by their countrymen on a boat in Vigo. The submarine just landed and the officers have been invited to an extraordinary dinner. ”A piece of homeland” as the receiving officer puts it. The receiving officer is anxious to hear about their conquests, and he keeps asking questions. He is in impeccable uniforms, the u-boat crew is dirty and stinking. 

Captain: This time they nearly had us!

Receiving officer: Looks confused and dissappointed. Phenomenal!  See gentlemen! this is the language of heroes. Short and frank. There’s is no other word for it. Phenomenal!

Receiving officer: Come on Captain!  I want to hear more. Here! Give me your plate

(he pours him something) herring salad, another specialty of our chef. His mother’s recipe. Just taste that! There is lots more! Yes .and so..(he puts his hands in his pockets) How is it then, to be submerged, while overhead, the enemy lies in wait?

Other u-boat officer breaks in: Dark!

Receiving officer: (again dissapionted) Dark?

U-boat officer: Yes and very quiet

the cheerful u-boat officer: Just as long as no-one farts. all laugh in their different tonrs (the receiving officer of couse as someone who has been teased, then he walks toward the cheerful officer and asks in a grave way?

Receiving officer: What do you mean?

Cheerful officer: Well as long as no-one..’

The uptight officer interupts: Well, I can explain! 

Our number two means, at silent speed, the men must always exercise discipline.

Receiving officer: And that is why you are forbidden to fart yes? 

The receiving officer and the cheerful officer laugh loudly and crudely, and the receiving officers makes a manly pad on the cheeriul officers back.

(Cheerful officer taps on someones back.) 

Cheerful officer: Are you still interested to hear about the depth-charge attacks

Officer: Yes!

Cheerful officer: Hey Steward, bring a punchbowl here. 

Steward: One glass sir?

Cheerful officer: No! No glass, just the bowl.Come on, gentlemen! If you don’t mind, stand over here. Here comes a spectacular phenomenenon!

(everyone gathers around)

The steward brings the bowl and hold it in front of him..)

Officer: This is the Atlantic I presume?

Cheerful officer: Atlantic, North Sea, what you will (he takes a sip right of the spoon.

One officer: Or the Channel. By the looks of it - Pretty narrow crossing.

(all laugh - the cheerful officer throws a lemon in the bowl..)

Cheerful officer: So now then. Here!  we’re down here. That little lemon pit there. And hang in there tight!

Steward: Oh yeah!

Cheerful officer: You got it pal, because (he gets up on a chair, with an orange on the spoon. The British ships are cruising here above us. The British know very well that we’re down there. Though they still don’t know where we are exactly. There are two possibilities. 

Officer: To wait, hoping that you’ll surface.

Cheerful officer: That’s one.

Officer. Or drop their depth charge.

Cheerful officer: Where he assumes us to be – excellent - There we are waiting. Now, will he drop them or not? ( he holds the spoon with the lemon over the bowl, Imitating motorsounds, then he splashes it in, wetting all the officers..then he looks in the bowl)

Captain: Seven miles from coast to coast. Bit narrow. Huh? Here. The British dockyards. The only ones the british have in the western Meditteranean. So they are very heavily defended. The place will be crawling with patrol boats. Anything that floats will be on the water. And this is where we have to go through. That’s the situation. (everyone is quiet for a while) 

Captain: Nah?

Cheerful officer: ”Gibraltar! where the mildness and beauty of the mediterranean world, meet the force and expansion of the Atlantic realm. (everyone looks serious and a bit dazzled)

Cheerful Captain: So says the sea-handbook (silent insecure laughters.)

Themes: fear, replaceability, experience, thinking
The soldiers are resting after an attack in Stalingrad

One soldier:We went out with 400 men!

Other soldier: Smoking and stuttering: Do tell. It’s so encouraging.

Stuttering soldier: Well at least we got the oven from Ivan, damit, always this stutter after an attack.

1st soldier: well rather stutter then freeze your ass off

(two soldiers are sitting very quietly, and not smiling at the converstion at all. The first soldier throws them a cigarette.)

1st soldier: cheer up kids-you’re still alive!

1st of the quiet soldiers to the other: What are you thinking about?

2nd quiet soldier: I don’t think. If you start thinking you will go crazy, so. I don’t think.

(the 1st soldier from before throws him a bottle of liquor): Dicker! He catches it and takes a drink.

2nd quiet soldier to1st quiet soldier: There’s a switch by the ear..turn it (he demonstrates by turning his ear) and then you don’t think anymore..(he smiles a bit, and turns it off on the 1st quiet soldiers ear. )

1st soldier: (starts sobbing.) Sorry!

2nd quiet soldier: Well be content that you can still cry. The motor only runs well if it is well greased.

(1st quiet soldier smiles through snotty tears)

2nd quiet soldier: What is you name?

1st quiet soldier: Müller. 

2nd quiet soldier: Those we have a lot of, at least until the next attack

(Du bist der gemein gefarhrliche Müller..GGM - alles in ordnung GG? )

Themes: family, homefront

A couple of soldiers are on their way outside a safehouse. The superior stops one of the soldiers

Superior: You stay here. (he puts a cigarette in his mouth)  You look like my son

Soldier: How old is your son?

Superior: 3

Themes: Education, looks, stupidity, sticking together

Two German soldiers in the snow. Russia WWII

1st soldier: Here is the music. You wouldn’t want to be an officer or? Us stupid people must stick together.

2. soldier: I am a scholar 

st soldier: well that doesn’t show.

Themes: Perspective , ways to go, temperature

Russia WWII

Two german soldiers are dying in a blizzard, one is lying, the other is sitting.

Sitting soldier: Have you ever been to the desert?

It’s shit, it is so hot you think you are going to melt, like butter. The worst place in the world..

Themes: Homefront, conversation, stupid questions, shooting

Two soldiers in WWII walking in the snow...alert

Soldier: Where are you from?

2nd soldier: What do you do in snowflake (his town) for fun?

soldier: Hunting.

2nd soldier: What do you shoot?

Soldier: Anything that’s legal.

2nd soldier: Do you like to shoot things?

(silence)

2nd soldier: Forget I asked..

Themes: Translation, meaning, friend or enemy

In a room in a french house in WWII, 3 soldiers are hiding behind enemy lines. They are greeted by a french woman and her child. She kisses them all on the cheeks and as she walks out she says.

Woman: Alors, soyez bienvenu. Je vais preparez quelque cholse a manger. Je reviens.

Soldier: what did she say? 

2nd soldier: goodbye..In french

Themes: Justice

Voiceover, while we see two soldiers walking up the stairs:

Voiceover: Everyone gets everything he wants. I wanted a mission- and for my sentence they gave me one.

Themes: courage, practicality, food

At a dinner for Captains and Generals in Saigon.

general: Let’s see what we have here. Try some roastbeef, it’s usually pretty good. And pass it round. To save some time we might as well passe both ways..and Captain! I don’t know how you feel about this shrimp, but if you eat it, you’ll never have to prove your courage in any other way. 

Captain: Declines silently

Themes: War of information, looks, action, fake

Some soldiers are in a battle in Vietnam. A man with a camera is shouting.

Don’t look at the camera we are from television..move move move! Like you’re at war..dont look at the camera..move move!

Themes: Breath, room

Commander:  Lieutenant. Bomb that treeline about a hundred yards back. Give me some room to breathe. 

Lieutenant: Yes Sir!

Themes: balls, ass, for real

In a helicopter in Vietnam/American war.

soldier: how come all you guys sit on your helmets?

2nd soldier: So we don’t get our balls blown off!

1st solder: laughs a lot. Suddenly he looks serious and takes of his own helmet to sit on it.

Themes: Vanish, Victory

Vietnam/American War. 

Commander: Do you smell that? Do you smell that son?

”son”: What?

Commander: Napalm son. Nothing else in the world smells like this. You know I love the smell of Napalm in the morning. Once after bombing a hill for twelve hours - when it was over. I walked up. We did’nt find one stinking (dink) body..but the smell. You know? -  Like the gasoline smell. The whole hill. It smelled like...Victory! .....(long break) some day this war is gonna end

Themes: Bullshit, wings, above, official, balls, action, ass, press 

Vietnam/American war.

Captain Willard. Reading the papers of Kurtz. A voiceover of his thinking.
Captain Willard: ”October 1967.On special assignment Kontoom province, Kurtz staged Operation Archangel with some fine local forces. Rated a major success. He received no official clearance. He just thought it up and did it. What balls! They were gonna nail his ass to the floorboards for that , but after the press got a hold of it, they promoted him full colonel instead. Uhh Man! The bullshit piled up so fast in Vietnam you needed wings to stay above it. 

Themes: About Entertainment, perspective

In the Vietnam/American war a helicopter is flying into an army outpost onto a provisional, but for the circumstances extraordinary, stage.

Man from helicopter: We’re just there with Playboy Bunnies.

Capt. Willard thinking: (while moving further into the battlefield) Charlie didnt get much USO.

Themes: Assholes, happiness, in the light, out of here, direction

The boat is sailing by an army outpost in Vietnam. Someone shouts. 

Some-one: Is there a captain Willard on board?

Willard: Yeah. Yeah. Who’s there?

Someone: Lieutenant Carlsson, Sir! Get that light off me!

Lieut: I was sent here from Nha Trang at least three days ago, Sir. I expected you here a little sooner. Here’s some mail for the boat. You don’t know how happy this makes me Sir!

Willard: Why?

Lieut: Now I can get out of here. I can find a way (he walks off, we hear an explosion, lieut. Shouts while walking away) You’re in the asshole of the world Captain. 

Themes: Mistakes

Vietnam/American war. 

Captain Willard is walking in trenches.

Someone: Goddammit! You stepped in my face.

Willard: I thought you were dead.

Themes: Shit, education, honesty, joke, sister, queers, smiling

At US Marine basic training.

Some Sir, is teaching some recruits a lesson in the bunk room. Someone said something insulting , but the sir does not know who it was, and he is grabbing the wrong mans chest.

Recruit: Sir, I said it sir!

Recruit: Sir?

Sir: Sir what? Were you about to call me an asshole?

Recruit: Sir! No Sir!

Sir: How tall are you private?

Recruit: Sir! Five foot nine Sir!

Sir: five foot nine. I didn’t know thay stacked shit that High. You trying to sqeeze and inch in on me huh?

Recruit: Sir! No Sir!
